Travel Information about Dublin, Ireland

Public Transport
Dublin has many public buses as well as a tram called the luas. 
Trams all have ticket machines at each stop where you can buy a ticket to ride. 
For buses, you pay the driver and they only accept coins (no cash notes and no credit cards) or a “leap card”.
You can buy a visitor leap card which is topped up with money and then used on buses or trams. You can preorder a card to your home address before you travel: Leap Visitor Card - Leap Card . They can also be purchased at the airport in the Wrights Airport Convenience Store (Terminal 1 Arrivals) or Spar Shop (Terminal 2). This means you don’t need to have exact coins for buses.
The best way to figure out directions is by using google maps. There is also a mobile app called TFI Live for directions and timetables. It does not have a great user experience, but does work with a screen reader.

How to get to Dublin
The easiest way to get to Dublin is to fly into Dublin Airport. 
Travelling to and from the airport
There are bus terminals outside both Terminal 1 and 2 arrivals. Dublin Airport Bus Services | Routes, Timetables & Tickets 
There are two private bus companies (Aircoach and Dublin Express) that travel to the city centre. It is cheaper to book online, however, if you go to the bus terminal, there are staff members selling tickets and telling you which bus to get. It is usually 10 euro to travel to the city centre. They accept cash or card.
There are also public buses (Dublin Bus routes 16, 19, 24 and 41). These are much more crowded, and take longer, but are cheaper. You must have exact change in coins only (2.70 euro). They do not give change, and they do not accept notes or cards. You can also use your leap card.
The other option is getting a taxi. There is a taxi rank outside terminal 2 beside all of the bus stops. It can cost between 40-50 euro to the city centre depending on traffic.

How to get to the venue 
From the airport:
· Public bus 24 will leave you right outside the venue.
· The Aircoach number 700 or public bus 19 will leave you at the Drumcondra Rail bus stop. From there is it a 17 minute walk or another bus/taxi. 
· Taxi from the airport straight to the venue will cost around 30-40 euro.
From the city centre:
· Public buses E1 and E2 go straight to the venue from O’Connell street 
· Public buses 40D, F1, F2, and F3 go to the venue from Parnell Square

Hotel
There are many many hotels in Dublin, but here are some options where the accessibility, price, and transport have already been investigated. 
Dublin One Hotel, north circular road
· 1.6km from venue, public buses available 
· Accessible double rooms – wide doorways, roll-in shower, grab bars, lowered sockets and switches
· 80 euro per night 
Croke Park Hotel, Jones road
· 2km from venue
· About 170 euro per night
· 6 fully accessible wheelchair suitable rooms, and 7 semi-accessible rooms
Hotel 7, Parnell Square
· About 90 euro per night
· Accessible rooms available
· 2km from venue, 5 different public buses available 
Marlin Hotel, stephens green
· Accessible rooms – roll-in shower, grab rails, automated lights and blinds
· 130 euro per night 
· 4km from venue (middle of city centre)
Dublin Skylon Hotel, Upper Drumcondra Road
· 2km from venue
· About 90 euro per night 
· No accessible rooms available
